Greetings in the name of our Living Lord and Savior,
Jesus Christ!

Pentecost will arrive on May 15™. It is at Pentecost that
the God sends the Holy Spirit to us that we might be
empowered to proclaim the gospel message of Jesus
Christ to people everywhere. That, my friends, is the
primary task we as a church have been given. It is a
task which requires a lot of hard work and patience. And
what do we get out of it all? The satisfaction of knowing
that others can be saved because of us.

In every situation or circumstance or opportunity
in life, we Christians must ask, “How can [ use this to
bring glory to God?” Sometimes I wonder if there is a
single thing that is more difficult to honor God with, than
the financial resources that God has entrusted to our care.
You see, finances have such a tremendous power and
influence over our lives and we are called to be masters
over money, not the other way around.

I have been called to serve you according to the great
commission, to provide leadership and guidance in your
Christian growth and maturity as disciples of Christ. You
have been called as disciples of Christ, to bring others
into relationship to Christ and his church. And the reason
we do this is not for popularity (which we all would like
to have) but to honor God and to give him all glory, not
for a huge profit for the church, but to glorify God our
Creator. When we can view it from that perspective we
are truly God’s earthly vessels, God’s disciples and we’ll
be working for all the right reasons. However we as a
Christian Church need to realize that we are unable to do
it alone. We need the help of the Holy Spirit which God
sent to us at Pentecost. We also need each other and we
need to work together.

Working together is so vital in glorifying God. Friends,
God didn’t create us to be lone rangers. Whether you’re
single or married, widowed or very young, it makes no
difference; God’s grand design is to work and play, live
and learn, love and serve with other people. Doing all of
this to give glory to God.

Close relationships don’t just happen. They need to be
cultivated and worked at. They need to be sought out,
nurtured, and pursued. Even Jesus, the Son of God and
Savior of the world, put a high priority on several close
relationships during his life as a human being here in this
place.

Make a friend and be a friend. If you see a gap in your
life when it comes to intimate, Christian relationships
don’t just stand there and pout, do something about it.
